Requirements
	Hypermedia Project
	50%

	The hypermedia project should be seen, first of all, as an opportunity to play with new media.


Those who speak to me about their topic before the end of October can compose a hypermedia project on almost any topic. Those who fail to identify a topic before the end of October will have to restrict themselves to composing a project on Book History, Rhetoric, or Hypermedia itself.


Remember the W3Consortium definition of hyperMedia. It is hypertext that is not constrained to text. Hypermedia also includes graphics, video, and / or sound, so I will expect your electronic submission to be more than simply a digital essay.


As we will investigate during the section on hypermedia, some people speculate that hypertext enables new modes of thought, not merely new modes of expressing thoughts. I encourage you to play with this idea by starting to compose your project early enough that the composition process has an opportunity to influence your thinking on whatever topic you choose to work on.

	Homework
	15%

	There are 18 class days on which homework is assigned. None of these assignments is onerous, and few of them should be more than one page in length. In fact, I think most can be adequately addressed in only about a half a page.


No individual homework assignment will receive more than 1%, thus you must submit 15 out of 18 assignments to have a chance to receive a full 15% grade for this part of the course.


Simply handing in 15 assignments is no guarantee you will receive full marks, but it is the minimum hurdle you must clear to earn them.

	Final Exam
	25%

	I will generate the final exam from discussion in class during the term. The best way to prepare for the exam is to come to class every day.


Toward the end of the term I will ask for your help to compose an exam that you think is as fair as possible.

	In-class Discourse
	10%

	You have a duty to educate those around you. Your attendance in class is required not only so that you can learn, but also so that you can contribute to the general discussion from which everyone in class gains so much.


Use the homework assignments to formulate your thoughts on the topic of the day, and come prepared to contribute to the discussion in an intelligent and informed fashion.


You won't be given a grade for everything you say, but if at the end of the term I have a sense that you regularly came prepared to participate, and did so politely, firmly, confidently, and adventurously then this should be the easiest 10% you earn all term.
