and to link concepts (e.g. hamlet and women and violence)
or to allow for synonyms, related words, etc. (e.g. women or feminism or gender)
not to get rid of unwanted concepts (e.g. women not ophelia)

MLA International Bibliography
· advanced search

· set search limits (language, publication type)

· one concept per line

· use a question mark for wildcard (e.g. hono?r will find honor and honour)

· use an asterisk for truncation (e.g. violen* will find violent, violence, etc.)
· click “Complete Record” to see the descriptors (subject terms that tell you what the article is about)

· search the library catalogue (http://library.acadiau.ca) for the title of the JOURNAL – not the title or the author of the JOURNAL ARTICLE!!!

World Shakespeare Bibliography

· just use “Search” – don’t bother with the “Advanced Search” or the “Browse”

· enter keywords (no need to use ANDs between – this is assumed)
· use an asterisk for truncation (e.g. act* will find act, acts, actor, actors, actress, actresses, actual, action, actuary, acting, activate, etc.)

· click on title for complete record to see the notes and descriptive terms

· search the library catalogue (http://library.acadiau.ca) for the title of the JOURNAL – not the title or the author of the JOURNAL ARTICLE!!!
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
